SUSTAINABLE

0SG launches
renewable

energy fund

The Oxford Sustainable Group
has launched its ninth renewable
energy fund, seeking to raise
€200m (£173m).

The fund, OREF 9, will invest
in a range of renewable energy
projects primarily in Finland,
Romania and Estonia.

It has a duration of five vesrs
and aims to deliver a low nisk
20% per annum refurn to inves-
tors after all costs and fees. It is
targeting institutional and high
net worth investors,

Oxford Sustainable Group
chief executive Hadley Barrett
said: “Our investment model is
focused on adding value and
does not count on passive asset
appreciation.

“The demand for renewable
energy today vastly outstrips
supply and the demand is only
going to increase.”

The fund manager — which
targets investments mainly in
Central and Eastern Europe
- claims its sustainable invest-
ment approach takes into con-
gideration the effects of its
projects on all stakeholders, by
focusing also on the environ-
ment, society, local residents and
the broader economy and not
only on returns.
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
